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Fill your minds...........

Have you ever given some deep thought to what we fill our minds with? For most folk it will be with
the concerns of the day, the business of living, and in the increasingly complex world we live in, the
business of living can be all consuming. But what about our leisure time, what do we fill our minds
with when the concerns of the day have been laid to rest? For many of us Television will play a
significant role in leisure time, the viewing figures for the soaps bear clear testimony to the
fascination we have with fictional people and their ups and downs. Indeed many people know more
about the inhabitants of Coronation Street and Albert Square than they know of their neighbours. The
goings on in Carrickstown may be altogether more interesting than life in suburban Lucan but at least
Lucan is in the real world. In order to hold on to viewers the story lines become more and more
ridiculous — someone pointed out that the inhabitants of Coronation Street have known more tragedy
and disaster than most cities will see in a lifetime. Christmas soap specials usually involve marital
infidelity, domestic violence and even murder — just the kind of thing we need in the joyous season.
The controversial social issues that pop up in the soaps are usually introduced in such a way as to
make what most of us would have abhorred in the past seem perfectly normal and reasonable — even
fiction pushes an agenda.

Literature provides a rich seam of human thought and experience that engage us in an altogether
different and more creative way than mind numbing TV viewing, and the Libraries are free.

A worrying development in the Internet era is the free availability of pornography. Materials of a vile
and disgusting nature can now be accessed by anybody who sits at a home computer. Parents who
allow their children unbridled access to the internet are putting them at great risk. Young minds in
formative years can be easily corrupted by a grotesque distortion of human sexuality portrayed by
those who are out simply to make money. Exposure of young people to pornography can severely
damage their capacity to form meaningful and healthy relationships with the opposite sex in later life.
Where there are young people Internet access should always be in a shared area of the home. The
Internet while it provides a great source of knowledge and communication can also become an open
sewer.

A little line from St. Paul’s Letter to the Philippians (Ch4 v8) springs to mind: “Finally, brothers and
sisters, fill your minds with beauty and truth. Meditate on whatever is honourable, whatever is right,

whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is good, whatever is virtuous and praiseworthy.”

Census 2016

By now you should have received a Census Form
from a Central Statistics Office (CSO) Enumerator.
This form must be completed on Sunday the 24th
of April 2016 in either English or Irish. However,
the CSO has translated versions of the form in 21
foreign languages for guidance purposes.

Know your rights:

Treatment Abroad Scheme

Quiestion:

I know that medical treatments available in Ireland
can be accessed in other EU countries instead.
What if I need a treatment that isn’t available in
Ireland?

Answer (April 2016):

If you are entitled to public health services that are
available in Ireland, it is possible to access these
services in the European Economic Area (EEA)
and be repaid the cost under the Cross-Border
Healthcare Directive.

If you are a public healthcare patient and need
treatment that is not available to you in Ireland,
you may be able to use the Treatment Abroad
Scheme to get the treatment in another country in
the EEA or Switzerland. The Scheme may provide

help with travel costs for the patient and a
travelling companion, where appropriate.

You must be referred for treatment abroad by an
Irish-based consultant who is treating you as a
public patient. You cannot refer yourself or be
referred by a GP.

You, and your referring consultant, must complete
an application form and include a copy of your
referral letter. Your application must be approved
by the Health Service Executive (HSE) before you
travel or start treatment abroad. You will get a
decision on your application by letter, usually
within 15 to 20 working days. If your application is
not approved, you will be told the reasons and
given information on how to appeal the decision.

If your application is approved, the HSE will issue
a form called S2 (also known as E112). This
authorises treatment abroad so that you do not have
to make any payment to the healthcare provider.
The treatment you have abroad must be in public
healthcare under a registered medical practitioner
in a recognised hospital or other institution that
accepts the form S2. If you don’t have the S2 at
your appointment, you may be charged and not be
refunded. Any treatments or consultations that are
not pre-approved will not be covered.

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The Girl Child

While discussing a new hostel for girls in a
secondary school last week, | was reminded of an
old African proverb that says.... If You Educate A
Boy Child, You Educate One Person but If You
Educate A Girl Child, You Educate A Family And
A Whole Nation. This couldn’t be more correct, but
like many things Malawian, the reality is very
different. I have a passion for girl’s education, but
also a passion that education does not, get in the
way of learning. | feel privileged to have been co-
educated, all through my schooling, having a
powerful woman as owner and principal of my
secondary school, so I have always known exactly
what | stand for.

Even though our focus is on bringing clean water
to the poorest, | suppose we always knew that
education would become part of our mission in
Malawi, with our backgrounds, particularly Mary.
With well past 50 preschools on our books, and
many Adult Education ventures, lots of training for
Primary and Secondary teachers and even some
work with Mzuzu University, this academic year
we decided that girls who had qualified for
Government Secondary Schools, needed
assistance, and now we are enabling 85 to take
their chance. To be more correct, some of our
amazing donors are making it all possible, by being
just as committed as we are.

We could, of course, do like most NGO’s and drop
off the fees, in their white 4 by 4°s get selected kids
to produce a few hand written letters, but that’s not
our way. We chose to meet all the students, all
their parents/guardians, consult with their schools
and teachers and find out their exact needs. We
both decided but Mary does this work.

All 85 stories are unique, and equally harrowing,
like the distance to school, the lack of facilities, the
scarcity of books, the abuse by teachers and others,
the class sizes, of up to 142, the poorly trained,
badly paid and unmotivated teachers, the
starvation, the culture of girls cleaning, cooking,
carrying water and firewood, no matter what
potential they have shown or how hard they work.

Christmas results arrived or were fought-for in
many cases, where, except for a few amazing kids,
were atrocious, like 0% in Mathematics or 4% in
English. So as a small and nimble organization, we
made an instant decision to take action, as we do so
well! We converted some rooms and sheds in our
factory, got benches made and began employing
the best teachers we could find to take a few
classes on Saturday mornings.

We now have one young, full time, amazing
teacher, who qualified as a Primary teacher two
years ago and who like 20,000 others has failed to

be employed by Government. Why? Because those
with access to Government funds have allowed it
to escape. There is an ongoing enquiry (Scotland
Yard and the Germans for 2 years). How much?

Something like two full year’s budgets, is the word
on the streets. The four other teachers are very
experienced and well respected.

Most of our little girls arrive starving on
Saturday’s, because of the famine in the country,
so we have people to cook for them, but there is
only about seventy of them, so what! Our guys are
on it. Almost everyone we know is down to one
meal a day at the moment.

At mid term break we had most students, for
revision. Many stayed in the classrooms, sleeping
on mats on the floors. We had three matrons to
care for them and three cooks for breakfast, lunch
and dinner.

They all felt it was the best four days of their lives.
We also have a developing sustainable, organic
vegetable garden where they learn as well.

During the past week, some wise-ass asked me,
BUT do they value education and what you are
doing from them. | take it that he was one of those
who spends lots of time drawing poverty lines. |
answered | think so, and told him of discovering
that one little 13 year old had walked 17 kilometers
on a Saturday morning, 4 hours walking for a few
hours class and a bit of food. | reckon she values
her bit of education.

But for an accident of Geography, there go I. | was
so upset and disbelieving, so straight away we
organized, Benjamin, our driver to do a collection
and delivery service so that no-one walks more that
4 km, to or from the Centre for Learning.

May 29 is our next tour of duty, taking 12 final
year students from Mary Immaculate Training
College, University of Limerick, to do their course
placement with us. They will work with Mary and
the Ministry, in primary schools in Mzuzu in the
mornings and in the Centre for learning in the
afternoons, where we will have a month of
Education Camps, for our girls.

Education, Accommodation, Food, Fun and
Games. If anyone has an unused, but functioning
laptop, we could teach some typing skills in their
spare time, but also give them access to subject
teaching programs on line.

As with all we do there is never a free lunch, so
everyone will have to contribute on the farm, in the
garden, in preschools or wherever. Paying back
will be an important lesson to learn.

Now for a story: The last girl and her mother |
interviewed before leaving Malawi, told the story
of their situation. When this girl was born, her
father wanted to kill her and present her as an
offering to the Gods? for good luck, so her mother
ran away taking the little infant girl with her.

Somehow they survived. Her mother managed to
pay fees for the first term in Secondary school, and,
in normal circumstances she would be sent home,
but the school principal stretched the rules a bit,
and sent them to us. She is an amazing little
woman who has done, and will do very well.
Strange world where we have no idea and maybe
care less about the demons people have to face
every day, in out pretend globalized world.

Finally, one of our teachers, shook us all, with her
own, very personal story.

She was good in school and when she qualified for
secondary school, her father got ill and her mother
decided that she should be sold off to a man 30
years older than her.

(These are her own words, as Mary does not allow
me to use the word sold!! even though it’s a fact).

It is a dowry and is a common practice. Our strong
minded, little woman ran off and talked to her
school principal, saying that she would work for
him and his wife as a servant. It was agreed, they
sent her to Secondary School; she became a teacher
and married a wonderful man. She didn’t have to
explain, as 75 pairs of tear filled eyes understood
only too well.
