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Enjoying the good life……… 
It’s that wonderful time of year again when the long dismal evenings have been banished for another 

year and the sounds, sights and smells of Spring are all around us.  There’s something lovely about 

the abundance of colour and new life that from now on will make its appearance, it raises the spirits 

and does much for good humour.   
 

One of the great pleasures of this time of year is a long walk through greenery and growth, and with 

St. Catherine’s Park a mere stone’s throw from us, there’s no excuse not to indulge; and it doesn’t 

cost a penny!  The beautiful woodland walk that takes you on a high hill overlooking the Liffey and 

ends on its banks is a particularly enjoyable stroll, within five minutes from home you can be 

surrounded by the beauty of nature.  
 

I remember some years ago attending a talk on mental health and well-being and the speaker extolled 

the value of the simple daily walk.  To get out of the four walls into the fresh air for a brisk walk is 

refreshing for body and soul. People prone to depression who make the effort to get out and about 

often find that it gives a whole new perspective on things and the physical exertion does wonders for 

the body. 
 

It’s easy to have a sense of God when surrounded by the beauty of his creation, and I’ve found that a 

few minutes on a bench in the woodland walk with the canopy of trees above forming a kind of 

cathedral of nature is a good opportunity to pray and reflect.   
 

During these days we are remembering the men and women of 1916 and the sacrifice they were 

prepared to make for our Nation, many of them were men and women of great faith in God, (although 

some of the coverage in the media would prefer not to mention this fact) – one of them came to mind 

as I sat in St. Catherine’s Park this week – Joseph Mary Plunkett. He died by firing squad in 

Kilmainham Jail of May 4
th
 1916 and is the author of the following beautiful reflective poem 

 

“I see his blood upon the rose 

And in the stars the glory of his eyes, 

His body gleams amid eternal snows, 

His tears fall from the skies. 
  

I see his face in every flower; 

The thunder and the singing of the birds 

Are but his voice—and carven by his power 

Rocks are his written words. 
 

All pathways by his feet are worn, 

His strong heart stirs the ever-beating sea, 

His crown of thorns is twined with every thorn, 

His cross is every tree.”

All children aged under 6 who live in Ireland or 

who intend to live in Ireland for at least one year 

are eligible. The doctor must be taking part in the 

free GP care for children under 6 scheme. 
 

You must register your child for a GP visit card. 

You will need your Personal Public Service 

number (PPS number), your child(rens) PPS 

numbers and your choice of participating GP 
 

You can get a list of GPs who are taking part in the 

scheme at gpvisitcard.ie. The list also tells you 

whether your chosen GP accepts online 

registrations. If they do, you can apply online at 

gpvisitcard.ie. If a GP doesn’t accept online 

registrations, or if you prefer to use a paper form, 

you can download the registration form from  

gpvisitcard.ie, bring it to the GP to sign, and then 

send it to: GP Visit Card – Under 6s, PO Box 

12629, Dublin 11. 
 

Your child will be included in this scheme until the 

end of the month of their sixth birthday. The expiry 

date is shown on the card. You will be notified 

approximately three months before it is due to 

expire.

Help us D-Activate Decline Volunteers Aged 
60+ Needed 
Researchers in the D-Activating 

Decline project are happy to invite 

you to volunteer to take part in a 

research study that aims to 

understand how low vitamin D 

levels can be improved for older adults and how 

this may benefit our health as we age. 

In order to do this, we need volunteers to take part 

in our research. There are a few different parts to 

our research project. One part involves answering 

some questions about lifestyle and completing 

some tasks that measure various aspects of mental 

function. We also measure grip strength, weight, 

height, and walking speed. Finally we measure 

vitamin D levels from a standard blood sample. 

Our research involves taking a study tablet every 2 

days, this may contain 4000IU of vitamin D3 or it 

may be a placebo or “dummy” tablet for a 6 month 

period, neither the volunteer of the research team 

will know which you are receiving. We do this so 

we to determine whether any changes experienced 

are directly linked to the vitamin itself and also 

sometimes other researchers have found that 

knowing if someone is receiving a supplement can 

influence the assessment process 

Our researchers are interested in how vitamin D 

supplements might improve our health as we age. 

To find out, we’ll need you to visit us 4 times in 

total over a 6 month period, to ask you some 

questions about lifestyle and measures of mental 

function project and also to take a blood sample to 

check your vitamin D levels.

News from Nagarhope! 
 

Greetings one and all! 
 

It's Springtime in Nepal, the harsh winter has 

receded and the woes of hundreds of thousands of 

people living in makeshift shelters has subsided 

somewhat for the time being. 
 

Since I got back in early January, Nagarhope has 

been very busy with Government School 

Assistance Projects. 
 

Without the generosity of so many people, mostly 

Irish, largely Lucan people, who contributed after 

the earthquakes, none of our work would be 

possible. A sincere thanks to all. 
 

All of our projects were carried out by committee 

members, volunteers from all over the world and 

the local people here on the ground.  
 

Altogether, we are assisting 35 government schools 

in 8 different districts of Nepal with projects 

varying from building semi-permanent classroom 

blocks to rebuilding toilets and drinking water 

projects. We made 500 school bags in Kathmandu 

and have been donating them to various schools 

with children most affected by the earthquakes. We 

have also been providing shoes, uniforms and 

sweaters for the warm winter season to hundreds of 

students in various schools, including to all of the 

children we currently sponsor. Here are a few of 

the projects being undertaken, some are finished; 

some are still ongoing. Most of this work has been 

done mainly by volunteers. 
 

We have built TLC (temporary learning centres) of 

bamboo and tin in 10 schools—36 rooms in total. 

All of these have been built by volunteers and have 

all been painted beautifully.  
 

We have installed toilets/septic tanks in 8 schools, 

drinking water in 10 schools, 130 benches in 3 

schools, other furniture and learning materials in 5 

schools. 
 

We have distributed 275 schoolbags in 5 schools 

and 185 uniforms in 3 schools. 
 

These schools are in 9 different districts, some 

quite a distance from where we are normally based. 

In some cases, we had to camp out for days on end, 

away from family, to complete these projects. For 

example, we installed drinking water in Surya 

Daya School in the Dolakha District. It was a one 

and a half hour walk to the site where the tank was 

being built. There is no road so everything had to 

be carried manually, very slowly, up the mountain. 
 

We also built a house, again of bamboo and tin, for 

the family of one of our sponsored kids. This is the 

first of seven which we will build. This particular 

project is being funded by a Belgian organization. 
 

Our own preschool in Satikurya was damaged by 

the earthquake. We have built four temporary 

classrooms there and thankfully it is up and 

running again. 
 

Our Nagarhope office in Nagarkot has been rebuilt, 

allowing us once again to give extra tuition to some 

of our sponsored kids. 
 

I wish to thank you all so sincerely for your 

ongoing support.
