It's
brilliant. Just thought | would share my story of my
helping days with the Newsletter.

When | went into 4th class aged 9, Sr. Oliver was
my teacher. | made a decision to be very good and
do all I could to keep on her right side.

29" September 1968

The Decimal System: This system is now much
closer to us than we realise. In August 1969, the
halfpenny and the farthing will be demonetised. In
January 1970 the half-crown will be demonetised,
and in February 1971 there will be a complete
change to the decimal system which is now almost
in universal use.

24™ May 1970

Cement Strike: The Cement Strike, which is now
in its 15" week, is causing serious problems
throughout the country. There is a total of 800 men
on strike in the cement plants at Drogheda and
Limerick, but this has had disastrous results in the
building industry, with employers having to lay off
about 16,000 workers. It is well known that the
strike has had a bad effect on Lucan too.

Lucan has done its little bit to assist during this
crisis. It has been pretty well advertised and local
groups are collecting to help the distressed families
(and distress is a word which is not used in
exaggeration). The response has been quite good.

4™ July 1971

Power Cut: The break in electricity supply in this
area on Monday last was caused by a pet monkey!
Barney the monkey owned by Susan Megan of
Leixlip, was playing with some children when he
climbed a 38KV transformer and was electrocuted.
A large area was without supply for fifteen minutes
as a result. Barney was something of a village pet
and was often found in the Salmon Leap Inn
sipping a glass of beer and smoking a pipe.

6" February 1972

Bloody Sunday in Derry: Thousands of workers
throughout the country displayed their sympathy
and solidarity with their fellow countrymen in
Northern Ireland last Wednesday.

We in Lucan played our part too. Hundreds of
workers from C.P.l., Shackletons, and Hills
assembled outside the Union Hall, and marched to
a special Mass i n St.
At the head of the procession the Tricolour was
carried, flanked on both sides by mourning flags.
As the rain beat down incessantly the marchers,
young and old, men and women, walked down
Main Street past the Italian Embassy where their
flag was at half mast, and up on to the high road to
the Church.

The Church was packed to overflow as rev. Fr.
Hughes celebrated Mass, assisted by Very Rev. Fr.
Coughlan P.P. and
sermon Fr. Hughes told the congregation that our
greatest weapon was prayer, and exhorted us to
pray for our people in Northern Ireland, also to
pray for guidance for our Political Leaders that
they may be able to secure a lasting peace.

30™ July 1972

Tubber Party: On last Monday there was a most
unusual Tubber Party. It took place at Tubber Lane
junction. No invitations were given out. No date
was set or no money was required; it was a
complete accident. The organisers were Wholesale
Bottlers whose lorry overturned at the junction
throwing beer bottles everywhere, even into the
golf course. The people who attended the party
were on the golf course at the time, and hearing the
crash ran to the scene of the accident. Passers-by
also stopped to quench their thirst.
