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Chocolates or Ashes?

On February 14™ 2018 there is a clash of fixtures so to speak. Each year on that
date St. Valentine’s Day is celebrated. St. Valentine was a third century
Christian martyr and how his feast day came to be celebrated as a day for
romantic love is lost in the mists of time.

What is for sure is that it is a day capitalised on by chocolatiers and florists not
to mention restaurateurs and greeting card manufacturers. Many is the husband who came home
from work to ‘picture and no sound’ on Feb 14" when the significance of the day had slipped their
minds! And yes despite the commercialisation of the day the idea of a day for couples to affirm
their love is a good one to be encouraged.

There are relics of St. Valentine in the Carmelite Church in Whitefriar Street in Dublin , these were
gifted by one of the popes to the order. Each year the Carmelite Fathers have a blessing for
engaged couples on the Saint’s Day.

This year however the day of flowers and chocolates clashes with one of the great penitential days
of the church year Ash Wednesday. Ash Wednesday is one of only two days in the year when
Catholics — and many Christians of other denominations are asked to abstain from meat and, to fast.
It is the beginning of the 40 days of Lent when we recall the Lord’s 40 days spent in the desert
preparing for what was to come.

So what of Ash Wednesday 20187

Why not celebrate it the day beforehand on Shrove Tuesday the 13"
February?

The restaurants will have tables, and the prices won’t be hiked up to cash-
in, even the chocs in the supermarkets might not have the mark-up that
romance adds on the following day.

That way you can have the best of both worlds so to speak!

On Ash Wednesday the tradition of signing with ashes takes place at the Masses.

This practice has its roots in the Old Testament when those responding to the Lord’s call to
repentance and renewal was accepted, and they wore sackcloth and ashes as a sign of their
willingness to change. In St. Mary’s we have two Masses each day throughout Lent at 10.00 am in
the Morning and at 7.30 pm in the evening.

Changes to State Pension (Contributory) Rules
The Minister for Employment Affairs and Social
Protection has announced changes to how the
State Pension (Contributory) is calculated. The
changes aim to ensure that all of a person’s social
insurance contributions, rather than when they
were paid, are taken into account when assessing
their entitlement to a pension.

The new Total Contributions Approach (TCA)
will include a new Home Caring credit. This will
provide credited contributions for up to 20 years
of homemaking and caring duties. The changes
will particularly benefit women, who spent time
outside the paid workplace, while raising families
or in caring roles.

The TCA will come into effect on 30 March
2018. It will also be available to anyone who
reached pension age after 1 September 2012,
when the revised rate bands took effect. Asa
result the Department will invite over 40,000
current pensioners to have their pensions
recalculated under TCA. Invitations are expected
to be sent out in late 2018.

Pensioners do not need to contact the Department
or do anything else until they get a letter from the
Department nearer the end of 2018.

The first payments will be made in early 2019,
with payment backdated to 30 March.

As many people may know by now, Wells for
Zoe is a fully voluntary organization and when we
began this madness, in 2005, we decided that
100% of all public donations would go straight to
our projects and we would pay ALL the expenses,
and so it remains.

This 3051.75 Euro will make a huge impact on
the 258 very poor girls we support in Secondary
School by paying school fees, supporting
guardians, buying shoes, uniforms and clothing in
general.

Supported by the project, girls will be able to
choose to finish Secondary school, to remain
unmarried and to avoid pregnancy for the four
years. Later, they will have a better status in their
villages, they will have fewer children, and their
children will go to school, helping to break the
cycle.
