Know Your Rights: Carer’s Support Grant
Question: I’'m a full-time carer and getting

Carer’s Allowance. Last year I got a Carer’s
Support Grant — will | get it again this year?

Answer: The Carer’s Support Grant is an annual
payment made to full-time carers. The payment
for 2018 is €1,700. It is paid on the first Thursday
of June each year.

If you are still getting a carer’s payment on the
first Thursday in June, the Department of
Employment Affairs and Social Protection
(DEASP) will pay the grant to you automatically,
and you don’t need to apply.

People getting Carer’s Allowance, Carer’s Benefit
or Domiciliary Care Allowance are paid the grant
automatically. Full-time carers who are not
getting one of these payments need to apply to the
DEASP (unless they got the grant last year, in
which case the Department will contact them
about this year’s payment).

To qualify, you must be ordinarily resident in the
State and caring for someone on a full-time basis
for at least six months (including the first
Thursday in June) and living with the person
being cared for (or, if not, be contactable quickly
by a direct system of communication, for
example, telephone or alarm). The person you are
caring for must not normally live in a hospital,
convalescent home or similar establishment.

You won’t qualify if you are working, studying or
training for more than 15 hours a week, getting

Jobseeker’s Allowance or Jobseeker’s Benefit or
signing on for credits.

To apply, fill in one application form (form
CSG1) for each person being cared for (a grant
may be paid for each person). Forms are available
on welfare.ie. You can apply for the 2018 grant
until 31 December 2019.

A Napoleonic Veteran’s Grave

Burial grounds are places of great interest, a
connection between the past and present. By
doing some research we can connect names
on memorials to important or interesting
historical events. As such they are often
interesting places to visit. It was on one visit
to old St Finian’s graveyard that a memorial
jumped out at me, the skillfully carved
inscription bore the words ‘quarter master’,
this grave obviously belonging to a soldier.
With further careful reading of the inscription
it was clear that the grave belonged to
William Perkin, who died in 1852, a time
when Ireland was just coming out of the
Great Famine. Also interred in the same
grave are two grandchildren and his wife.
With some follow up research it was possibly
to uncover William’s interesting military
career which brought him across the globe
during the turbulent Napoleonic Wars, this is
his story.

William was born in Congleton, Cheshire on
16 March 1788. The son of William and
Sarah Perkin. He was baptised in the parish
of St Peter on 11 April. Congleton was a
small town where textile production was an
important local industry.

William joined the Royal Artillery in 1804,
aged 16 years, and given the rank of Driver.
The rank was equivalent to that of a private
in the infantry. At the time artillery pieces
were drawn by horses and the Driver’s job
was to help steer the teams of horses which
pulled the guns. During his career William
moved his way up the ranks to Corporal, then
Sergeant, then Quartermaster Sergeant and
finally promoted to Quartermaster, which
was a commissioned rank.

At a time when people might not have
travelled much further than outside their own
villages, William certainly travelled more
than most, likely part due to the ongoing
Napoleonic Wars (1803-1815). William’s
first posting was to Italy in 1805 and later
part of the occupying force in Sicily in 1806
and 1807. This followed with participation in
the Battle of Maida (4 July 1806). During the
Peninsular War William fought in the Battles
of Vittoria (21 June 1813), San Sebastian (7
July-8 September 1813), Nivelle (10
November 1813) and Nive (9-13 December
1813). During the campaign artillery would
have been used to great effect against
infantry on open ground and during sieges.

Before moving to his next theatre of war
William married Rosanna Osmin in
Kingston, Surrey on 23 August 1814,
Rosanna was a native of Hampshire.

Having fought through Europe Perkin was
sent to the Americas to take part in the War
of 1812 (1812-1815), which is a lesser
known theatre of the Napoleonic Wars. The
war saw Britain and her allies fight against
the United States and her allies. Perkin was
present during the attack on New Orleans (8-
18 January 1815),
which was defended by
later president Andrew
Jackson. Later William
took part in the siege
and capture of Fort
Bowyer (7-12 February
1815). This minor war
ended in a stalemate
and the signing of the Treaty of Ghent, a
peace treaty. William later returned to
Europe to be part of the occupation force in
Paris under the Duke of Wellington in July
1815.

Quartermaster Perkin was promoted to
Quartermaster of the 1% Battalion of the
Royal Artillery on 1 October 1841. At the
time his commanding officer wrote of him
(appearing in the Evening Times on 20
October 1841):



‘Artillery office, Dublin Oct. 13, 1841

The Colonel commanding cannot allow
Quartermaster Perkin to quit this command
on his promotion to Quarter-master of the 1%
battalion of Royal Artillery without ex-
pressing the high sense of entertains of his
valuable services in the field (in the
Peninsular) under his immediate command,
as well as during a period of nine years as
Quartermaster-Sergeant to that part of the
regiment quartered in Ireland; and the
Colonel feeling assured that Quartermaster
Perkin carries with him the respect of all
offices under whose orders he has acted
wished him every prosperity, and hope his
exemplary character as a soldier (which has
obtained or him the honour he now holds) for
a long period of 37 years (34 of which as a
non-commissioned officer), will have the
effect of stimulating others to follow his
meritorious example.

It is requested that this order may be inserted
in the Order-books, and read to each troop
company of detachments in this command.

EDWARD TREVOR, Captain R.A.
Acting Assistant-Adjutant-General’

Quartermaster Perkin finally retired
from the army on 31 March 1852 with a
well-deserved pension, having served
over 48 years. He later died on 5 June at
Airmount, Kilmainham, and was buried
in Lucan. He was likely buried here as
his son in laws family were buried here.

Dublin County Council to tarmac

their athletics track

As has been well documented, our hopes for a
new tartan track by the summer were thrown into
disarray with the news that the contractor
Crawfords went into administration. There has
been ongoing communications with South Dublin
County Council (the owners of the site) but there
has been little progress and the Club is now
facing ongoing delays and difficulties which are
having a serious impact on the Club.

The work done by Crawfords means that all
ground and drainage works are complete.
Unfortunately due to EU tender rules, it looks like
the Council will have to go back out to tender for
the completion of the track works which is a time-
consuming process. We are asking South Dublin
County Council to arrange for tarmac to be
applied to the track so the track will be made safe
and the Club can re-use it again. The tarmac
work will be required in any case and currently
the Council are paying for 24/7 security on the
track so this would have a double benefit of
removing the need for 24/7 security and the
associated costs to the Council and also giving the
Club back a track that could be used in the short
term.

These delays have had financial implications for
the Club, is affecting training and we are
concerned it will impact on membership for the
Club. We are hiring alternative premises for
training for our Juvenile Section but as it is a
smaller venue, it means that age groups are being
split and training times are reduced to manage the
volumes. This was manageable in the short term
but the Club cannot sustain it for a longer period
of time. Our Senior members are training in local
parks and on the roads and our sprinters, who won
medals at the Leinster Masters Championships
this weekend, are training on paths in Griffeen
Park unless they can hire Le Chéile’s track for
essential track training. We have been very lucky
to have the support of other local sporting clubs
such as Weston Hockey and Le Chéile Athletics
Club in Leixlip and also St. Joseph’s College who
have given us use of their 60m tartan track for our
sprinters. They have been generous in facilitating
our hiring of their facilities but the ongoing
financial impact on the Club cannot continue.

The lack of a track is also impacting on the wider
Lucan Community. Traditionally local schools
would have held their sports days on the track and
the Club was always happy to support this.
However some of the local schools have had to
move their sports day to Le Chéile in Leixlip so
Lucan schools sports days are happening in
County Kildare! Lucan has grown so much in the
past 30 years and will continue to grow with the
ongoing development in Adamstown and
Clonburris. We need all the sporting facilities we
can get for the community to encourage physical
activity, particularly for our young people.

The Club has been fundraising for this track for
the past few years and we have received great
support from the Lucan community who are
awaiting this new track. We thank everyone who
has supported our fundraising to date.

Eoin Fitzgerald, Juvenile Coach with Lucan
Harriers said “As one of the Juvenile Coaches at
Lucan Harriers I find it all very frustrating. We
are just about managing at the moment renting the
hockey pitch from Weston on Tuesdays as well as
using the park on Tuesdays and Thursdays. What
happens come October and the dark evenings?
Where are we meant to coach the kids for the
Cross Country season? There are no lights in the
park. Meanwhile the Council are forking out for
24x7 security at the track. If the tender process is
going to take up to 6 months there will be a large
security cost. Why can't the Council use this
money to be used to lay tarmac on the track now
which is the next stage of the project anyway?
This means we have somewhere to train for the
winter and removes the need for security at the
track.”

Carol Kearney, Lucan Harrier athlete and sprinter
said “As a sprinter it is very difficult to train
without a track. We are in the outdoor season for
track events so we need to work on technique,
pace, speed all of which we cannot do without a
track. We cannot practice block starts or train
against other sprinters. Currently we use a
pedestrian path which means we must run in
single lanes on concrete which is very tough on ==
your calves and with the sharp bends on the paths

a number of us have had knee issues.”

In 2018 Lucan Harriers is celebrating its 40th
anniversary and the delivery of a new tartan track
was to be the highlight of the year. The Club was
set up on 24th October 1978 and it was given use
of a pitch beside the car park in Griffeen Park
where a grass track was developed and
maintained. In September 1983 work started on
an all-weather track and the club members raised
£36,000 over a 3 year period. The turning of the
first sod at the track was done by Michael
Gannon, Chairman of Dublin County Council on
4th June 1983 and the track was officially opened
by Clir B. Malone, Chairman of Dublin County
Council on 15th June 1985. The Club has 300
members with Juvenile, Senior and fit4life
Sections.
