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Looking to the next 50 years...........cccvvuveenen

Last week’s special edition of the Newsletter celebrated 50 years of its continuous
publication, and many people enjoyed a look back through those years. A lot of effort and
commitment went into those years.

That special edition was printed professionally by a commercial printer. This week we
appear once again in colour but the difference is that this edition has been printed ‘in-house’
in our own parish office, and at a fraction of the cost. The early editions of the newsletter
were produced on the old stencil duplicator, the kind made by Roneo and Gestetner. The old
process meant cutting a stencil on a rotating drum with a fine needle; this stencil was then
transferred to the drum of the duplicator, an operation which often left the operator covered
in ink. While some refinements had been made to the old machines the basic technology was
the same. Times however have moved on, the technology has changed completely and it’s
the Japanese manufacturers who lead the way in the updated technology.

We have on approval an ‘all singing and dancing’ full colour machine which takes its orders
direct from a computer. Gone are the messy stencils and ink, and the dullness of black and
white has given way to colour. Not alone does the machine print the entire run of the
Newsletter, but in addition there is the attached booklet maker which assembles, folds and
staples each individual copy, even spitting out the requisite number for each batch delivery to
the shops etc. This is a trial edition and if all goes well we hope to be able to produce in
colour each week. Watch this space!

Ash Wednesday has come and gone and Lent is upon us.
A reminder that we have an additional evening Mass
Mon — Friday at 7.30 pm in St. Mary’s.

A group will meet each Thursday night at 8.00 pm in the Bungalow
in the church grounds to look at, and pray with, the coming Sunday’s
readings. All are welcome.

Know Your Rights:

Domestic Violence

Question:

My partner has been violent towards me and my
children. What can | do to stop this and protect my
family?

Answer:

If you are concerned about violence in your home,
you can contact the Gardai, who are specially
trained to deal with these situations and can offer
advice and information. Under the Domestic
Violence Act 1996, where there is an order in
place, Gardai have the power to arrest and
prosecute a violent family member. There are two
main kinds of protection available — a safety order
and a barring order.

A safety order is an order of the court which
prohibits the violent person with whom you are
living from further violence or threats of violence.
It does not oblige the person to leave the family
home. You can also get a safety order against a
person with whom you have had a child, even if
you are no longer living with or have never lived
with the person. It prohibits them from watching or
being near your home. A safety order can last up
to 5 years.

A barring order is an order which requires the
person to leave the family home. If you are not
married or in a civil partnership, you can get a
barring order against a violent partner if you have
been living together in an intimate and committed

relationship for 6 out of the previous 9 months and
if your partner does not own most or all of the
house you are living in. A barring order can last up
to 3 years.

Both types of order can be renewed by applying for
a further order before the previous one has expired.
Others living together can also apply for
protection. For example, a parent can apply for
protection against domestic violence by their own
child, if the child is over 18.

To get a barring order or a safety order, you must
apply to the District Court. While you are waiting
for the court to hear your application, the court can
give you an immediate order, called a protection
order. The protection order has the same effect as a
safety order. In exceptional circumstances the court
can grant an interim barring order. This is an
immediate order, requiring the violent person to
leave the family home.

In groups of two to five
people, we start our work in September and
continue to try and sell our products until the end
of the year.

Run by myself,
Gayatri Sangra, and
Blathnaid Henry, our
company is called
Bittersweet and it’s
based around
prosthetic makeup.
Such makeup is used
to show a fake gash
wound, broken nose,
elf ears, etc. and is
often used in film,
theatre, and costume
design. Sold as a
“how-to” kit, the box
provided is supplied
with the prosthetic,
liquid latex, (a liquid
used to stick the
prosthetic to the face),
and depending on the
type of prosthetic, (if
it is the gory kind), a
pouch of fake blood.
We also provide face
painting services and
flower crowns.

We originally decided
to set our business
around prosthetics as
we found good quality
prosthetic makeup was hard to find at a reasonable
price. Often theatres and costume designers would
have to order online or buy the expensive goods
during Halloween. With our company, we can
supply good quality, handmade, affordable
prosthetics to everyone in the local community
during any time or season.

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Remembering Lucan Newsletter......
I’ve just been given the 50th Anniversary edition
of the Lucan Newsletter, and a fine publication it is
too!

It seems a long time ago, but in some ways just like
yesterday, since the first edition was produced
amid blood, sweat, tears, correcting fluid and torn
stencils!

I was one of the first typists who typed the
Newsletter, along with Anne Moffett (Geraghty)
and Mary Gordon (Moran). I really didn’t have
much say in the matter because the late, great
Tommy Higgins was my father and if he told me to
do something | did it, even though | was left school
and working in the Civil Service. 1 don’t think I
appreciated at the time how much work he did for
Lucan. As well as his long involvement with the
Lucan Sarsfields, he was also involved with
Muintir na Tire, Lucan Dramatic Society and was a
founder member of Lucan Credit Union along with
Fr. O’Herlihy and Carmel Whelan.

As you say in your piece, the Newsletter was an
idea of Fr. O’Herlihy, my father and Mr.
McCarthy, Headmaster of the boys’ school, and an
offshoot of Nuacht na Sairséalaigh for which I also
did some typing. The fact that Ann, Mary and
myself could type at all was due to the efforts of
Sr. Oliver who taught us touch typing and book-
keeping. We didn’t appreciate her efforts at the
time but we certainly did afterwards during our
working lives.

Producing the Newsletter was a very “hands-on”
operation back then. We three typists typed out the
articles on special paper called a Stencil. If we
made an error or a typo it was corrected using
special correcting fluid which we dabbed on and
typed over. The fumes from that fluid would
knock you out and would certainly be banned
today. When the stencil was ready it was attached
to the drum of the duplicating machine and inked.
Then the hard work started - turning the handle of
the drum to copy the Newsletter onto A4 paper.
We used to take turns at this, with Sr. Oliver
closely watching our every move because if the
stencil tore it was disaster because the whole thing
had to be typed again! Then it was time to collate
and staple. We were so proud to see our efforts
come to fruition. Children from the Primary
School were roped in to help with distribution.

Unfortunately, Sr. Oliver, Fr. O’Herlihy, Larry
McCarthy and my dad are no longer with us but
Anne, Mary and myself are still good friends and
meet often.

Here’s to the next 50 years!!
