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The Lenten call.............

= One of the most beautiful parables told by Jesus is that of the Prodigal Son, and on
BN M this Sunday March 6" we will hear it read in church. The word Prodigal means

wasteful and extravagant and the story centres around the younger son in a well-to-
LENT do family who in asking for his inheritance while his Father is still living shows a
profound disrespect towards the old man and toward his older brother. Here is a young man who
wants to be free of family ties and responsibilities who wants to ‘live it up’ The wastrel son then
promptly leaves town and begins to party — so much so that in a very short time the money runs out
and all his party companions quickly disappear leaving him a penniless stranger in a foreign land with
no place to turn to. What was motivated by lust and greed turns to emptiness and despair.

The waster son is not the only character in the story there is also the Father and the elder son and we
have much to learn from all three main characters. The parable could have alternative titles
depending on how we choose to place our focus; it could for example be titled ‘The forgiving Father’
or even ‘The jealous son’ but in reality none of these titles captures the profound message that Jesus
wanted to impart in telling the story.

In his new state of penury and despair the young man comes to his senses and resolves to return to the
old man and plead to be taken back into the household even with the reduced status of a hired servant;
he has decided to repent. What follows is a wonderful account of redemption.

The father in the story represents the love and bounteous mercy of our heavenly father. Each day the
old man has stood on a hill and looked lovingly into the distance hoping that one day he would see his
son return, and when that day arrives he runs out to meet him and holds him lovingly in his arms;
what a beautiful image for us of God the Fathers love for each one of us. When we stray it’s probably
not with the dramatic excess of the prodigal son, it’s more likely to be through more subtle — and
often more insidious — acts of self-centeredness, but just like the prodigal son we too rupture our
relationship with the Father and stand in need of repentance and forgiveness.

Many of us can readily sympathise with the older son of the family, after all he had behaved much
more responsibly — no wine, women and song for this man. When he hears the party in full swing he
guesses immediately the reason for the celebration — the waster has come home. Instead of feeling
any sense of joy however there is anger, self-pity and resentment and a total inability to see the
positive in the situation, he is drowning in a sea or self-righteousness.

One of the main points of the parable is the lavish nature of the Father’s love, lavish bounteous and
freely bestowed. Maybe the parable should be better entitled ‘The Prodigal Father’. Whenever we
decide to ‘return home’ he is looking out for us too, prepared to lavish his love on us.

I was an RE. teacher until recently but had to retire
due to illness.

Like everyone else | was moved to the core having
seen Alyan, the little three year old boy washed up
on the shore of a Turkish beach. Since then
hundreds upon hundreds have lost their lives in the
same way.

As you all know there are many camps dotted
throughout Europe where those who were lucky
enough to survive the journey have ended up.

Car Crash in Lucan 66 years ago............

He knew why he had chosen his profession; "it's in
the genes, a recurring disease almost"”, he thought.

What the electorate
want us politicians to do is the dirty work that
politics is efficiently and uncomplainingly able to
do and do it out of their sight so they can get on
with the really important things in their lives."

“TDs”, his father continued, are like successful
second division soccer footballers in the UK”, he
said. "They get the same amount of money, the
same amount of respect, are as well known locally
and have the same life expectancy in the job, about
eight and a half years if they are very lucky. And
when they finish they can face the same kind of
problems getting other work."

But this was never going to happen to him surely

He eventually
felt that there was no shame or embarrassment in
his loss as every successful person has lost a job at
some stage.
