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Statement of Archbishop Diarmuid Martin
on the defence of Human Life

The Church must always be
pro-life. That means that
the Christian community
must be a beacon of
support for life especially
at its most vulnerable
moments and a beacon of
support at vulnerable
moments of any woman or
man along their path of life.

Christians must be pro-life when it comes to the
unborn and those who are vulnerable at the end of
their lives.

The Church must be pro-life at many other
moments in the lives of people. Being pro-life
means recalling all of us to reflect on the deeper
meaning of life and to reject many of the paths of
superficiality that lead away from true human
fulfilment.

The Church is called to be pro-life not just in
words and statements and manifestoes but to be
pro-life in deeds, by being a Church which
reflects the loving care of Jesus for human life at
any stage. That loving care includes support to
help those women who face enormous challenges
and who grapple with very difficult decisions to
choose life.

Being Pro-life means protecting and loving every
human being. There are no second-class humans
worthy of less protection and care than others are.

For too long, a mentality was common in Ireland
in which single mothers were ostracised and
humiliated. This narrow moralistic culture was
often sadly enhanced by the attitude of the
Church.

It was women who stood up and challenged that
culture and affirmed their desire and right to be
able to keep and give love to their children. We
owe a debt to those women who, then and now,
witness to life. It is still not easy to be a lone
parent and we have to create an environment to
ease the obstacles and burdens of lone parents and
their children.

Ireland has a great record in the care of mothers
and of children. The overall ethos of medicine in
Ireland has been marked by a passionate
commitment to do all to protect the life of both
mother and child.

The 8™ Amendment to the Constitution sets out to
ensure equal protection of both the mother and the
unborn child. The Amendment ought to have
been accompanied by an appropriate legislative
framework to assist doctors in dealing with
complex situations. This is still possible.

Repealing the Eighth Amendment is not about
permitting limited abortion. It would bring about
a radical change to our broad pro-life culture. It
would end any Constitutional protection
whatsoever for the unborn. Proposed future
legislation would permit abortion without
restriction up to 12 weeks, but also permit
abortion on physical and mental health grounds
up to six months.

How abortion legislation evolves into the future
would be left entirely to the Oireachtas without
any Constitutional framework within which
legislation can be set. In future it is possible, that
small minority parties of a coalition government
could demand that abortion legislation be
extended as part of a programme for government.

Future legislation regarding abortion could
become the sole prerogative of an Oireachtas in a
future culture that could be desensitised if
abortion became more frequent. This has been
the experience in many other countries.

Repealing the 8" Amendment in such
circumstances means that the rights of the unborn
would definitively left without Constitutional
protection. It would be a point of no return. I ask
you to reflect on that.

It seems incongruous that just as medical science
allows us to understand much more about the
evolution of the baby in the womb and his or her
originality and unique identity that we should
simply throw out all Constitutional protection of
the unborn child. For that reason I will be voting
No.

I ask the Catholic community in the Archdiocese
of Dublin to join in moments of prayer in the
coming days in each parish. | ask you to invoke
the Spirit of Jesus to touch hearts and commit our
society to be pro-life in defending the lives of
unborn children and in supporting women and
men in the challenges they meet in accepting the
joy of parenthood.

Referendum on the 8t Amendment

Dear Editor,

Since your front page article on 18" March, I had
hoped that somebody would put forward an
alternative view under a right of reply to the
position put forward by Fr Philip Curran. Perhaps
nobody wished to do so and my letter certainly
isn’t that as I would not be qualified to do it.

It is a pity that Fr Curran couldn’t extend his
caring and compassion to women and children in

noticeable that the"Association of Catholic Priests
in Ireland recently made a statement which said
that there is no black and white on this and that
Priests, because they are unmarried and don’t
have children of their own, are not best placed to
give any guidance on this issue.

You might think from some of the vehemence of
the “No” side that if the Amendment is repealed
that women will be just queuing up to have
terminations. Really? Do we have no faith in
people at all? The simple fact is that Irish women
in dreadful circumstances are availing of
termination services, whether it’s in another
country or by getting abortion pills over the
internet. Over 3,000 women travelled to Britain in
2016 for terminations — does the “No” side
consider them criminals? Wouldn’t it be better
and more honest to accept that we already have
abortion in this country and spare those women
the further distress of having to go away to have
their abortion?

Nevertheless, there are genuine views on both
sides and all I’d hope is that people try and do the
right thing according to their own consciences.

Slept Out for Social Housing

On Friday May 11th, the Amnesty International
group in Lucan Community College held our
"Annual 12 hour Sponsored Sleep Out" for the
fourth time, to raise awareness about the current
homeless crisis in Ireland.

It was a great success being our biggest year yet
with 34 students, 5 teachers and 4 local
councillors and TD’S along with Ibrahim Halawa
attending.

34 senior students slept outside in the school
courtyard overnight (8pm, Friday 11th - 8am, Sat
12th), to gain an insight into what it’s like to sleep
rough, to raise awareness of the housing
emergency and to show solidarity with the
families, children and individuals affected by it.

We invited TDs from our constituency and
relevant DAil positions, local Councillors and the
Lord Mayor of South Dublin County Council to
attend the “Sleep Out”. Mayor Paul Gogarty,
Councillor Ruth Nolan, Councillor Guss
O'Connell, TD Gino Kenny attended our event on
Friday and gave their insight and solutions for the
homeless crisis. We presented Gino with our box
of 701 petitions signed by students and staff. On
Monday 14th of May TD Eoin O'Broin came to
our school at lunch to discuss the homeless crisis
and hear our views.

Ibrahim Halawa also attended the event to support
our homeless campaign. He spoke to the students
about his experience being unlawfully imprisoned

in Egypt and his campaigning for an end to
homelessness.

We expressed our views to the TD's and
Councillors asking them to address the
humanitarian crisis that is Irish homelessness, by
building more social housing and providing more
hostel places. “There is too much talking about
the issue and not enough action” said Lucy, 5th
year student. “It’s not the problem of the people,
but the problem of the government’s inability to
handle a crisis.” Gayatri, Sth year Student.

When people think of homelessness they often
don't think of the more hidden forms of
homelessness. People often think homelessness is
just sleeping rough and don't think of families
living in emergency accommodation, hubs and
hotels, people couch surfing, people living in
unsafe environments, people in direct provision
centres, people sleeping in hospitals, cars and
B&Bs. It is easy to forget about what they can't
see, but these people suffer like any other
homeless person and are a victim of a neglectful
government and state who do not protect one of
the most basic human rights, our rights to
housing. "Too many people use negative
stereotypes as an excuse not to help vulnerable
people”-6th year student.

In 2015, the first year of our LCC Sleep Out,
there were 3,625 people homeless and as of
March this year 2018, there are 9,681 homeless
people recorded in Ireland.

Between July 2014 and February 2018 the
number of people recorded as homeless has
increased by a shocking 129%, or 6,549 people.
(Peter McVerry Trust)

Even with the government’s promises of building
more houses and social houses, the number of
families becoming homeless has increased by
over 37% since February 2017. (Focus Ireland) In
March 2018, there were 3,646 children in
emergency homeless accommodation with their
families. " I should never have sat in a hotel for 3
months, surrounded by tourists staring at me in
my school uniform, waiting for a county council
to decide they cared about me" -said a student.
Almost three-quarters of homeless young people
live in Dublin.

We will continue to campaign until the serious
humanitarian crisis of homelessness in Ireland is
addressed.
