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Manchester horror...............

On Monday night last what should have been a joyous occasion for thousands of young people on a night out
in Manchester was transformed into a scene of carnage and chaos. As excited young people were leaving the
auditorium, a young man of 23 detonated a suicide bomb which took his own life and the lives of 21 other
people as well as injuring many, many more. The bomb was packed with nails and bolts designed to inflict
maximum damage to those caught in the blast, and heart rending stories of paramedics picking nails from the
bodies of children as young at 10 have horrified us all. Violence is always an ugly thing but when targeted
against children is particularly heinous and inhuman.

It’s difficult to fathom what perverse thinking motivates such a callous act. It obviously entails brainwashing
of some description promising a blissful afterlife to the perpetrators. When religion and fanaticism are mixed,
the result is a dangerous cocktail that bypasses reason and rationality and the results can be catastrophic. The
irony of the Manchester perpetrator is the fact that his family were given refuge in Britain having fled the
terrors of the Gadafi regime in Libya, he himself was born in the UK and educated in its public education
system. Authorities are trying to piece together the history of his radicalisation in an attempt to learn from to
help in preventing others like him from embracing the path of bitterness and hatred.

It’s 21 years since the centre of Manchester was devastated by a huge bomb planted by those much closer to
home — the provisional IRA. Thankfully despite the huge damage to property there were no fatalities on that
occasion although some 200 people were injured. The bombers back then gave a 90-minute warning and
thank God thousands were evacuated prior to the explosion. It was however a cynical attack on a peaceful
people going about their daily lives. Thankfully our home-grown terrorists have chosen a different path and
have finally laid the bombs and bullets to rest. Sadly over 2,000 lives were lost in the troubles, for them a
ceasefire was too late.

What is so tragic is the fact that history continues to repeat itself albeit in different parts of the world, it
seems that the collective consciousness of the human race has an inability to learn from the lessons of others
conflicts and seems doomed to repeat their mistakes: people continue to suffer. Pope Francis sent a message
of condolence to the people of Manchester as follows:

"His Holiness Pope Francis was deeply saddened to learn of the injury and tragic loss of life caused by the
barbaric attack in Manchester," read a telegram sent in his name.

"And he expresses his heartfelt solidarity with all those affected by this senseless act of violence.
"He commends the generous efforts of the emergency and security personnel, and offers the assurance of his
prayers for the injured, and for all who have died.

"Mindful in a particular way of those children and young people who have lost their lives, and of their
grieving families, Pope Francis invokes God's blessings of peace, healing and strength upon the nation."
We join our prayers to his.

Recently | heard a song with the title “Down by
the Lucan Dairy”, sung by Liam Devally the
well-known RTE broadcaster, TV Host, Barrister
and later Judge. The song is featured on the album
Pure Irish Tenors. The song is comical in style,
and clearly intended as a piece of light
entertainment and fun.

As | never heard the song before now, | wonder if
any of your readers have heard it sung in the home
or heard it being performed. From the lyrics and
style it could be well over 100 years since it was
written. Many songs in this style catch the public
imagination and live on forever in the world of
light entertainment, “Are ye right there Michael”
by Percy French being another great example.

Lucan Dairies was founded in 1892 by Richard
Grainger Nash (Born 1860) of Finnstown House
Lucan. The company survived into the 1960’s.
Starting out in Benburb St, the business soon
moved to 23 & 24 Parkgate St (now Westbrook
Motors) from where they expanded to several
more outlets.
