Vocations Sunday 
 

 

A lady in the parish asked me recently if knowing what I know now about the scandals and cover up in 

the church over the past 30 years, I would have chosen the path to priesthood. It got me thinking and I had 

to reply honestly and say I really don’t know.  I was ordained in 1981 which just about predates the 

beginning of the age of scandalous revelations in the Irish Church.  Mid 1980’s saw the very public 

downfall of Eamon Casey then Bishop of Galway when it was revealed that he had fathered a child in 

secret and misappropriated diocesan money in an attempt to cover the whole sordid affair up.  This was a 

first for Catholic Ireland and a precursor of much worse to follow.  The relentless stories of horrific child 

abuse, institutional abuse, and physical savagery have poured out over these past 35 years and just when it 

seems that nothing more could possibly emerge we read of the scandal of mother and baby homes and 

highly questionable practices by the religious involved. So much serious harm was perpetrated by those 

whose lives were supposed to be in the service of the supreme God. 
 

I’m really not sure if I would have had the courage to take the path to priesthood if that had been the 

prevailing climate back then. That’s not to say that I regret the path I chose, far from it; the years of my 

priesthood have been, and continue to be years of immense happiness and fulfilment despite the real 

challenges that arose along the way.  
 

The church I was ordained to serve is to a large extent dead and buried and there are few mourners.  The 

predominance of clergy in Ireland fashioned a church where the laity were reduced to passive observers 

without any real voice beyond the responses at Mass.  
  

Ireland was slow to take up the challenge of the second Vatican Council and allow all the baptised to play 

an active part in the life of the church. Thankfully much has changed, and our church today welcomes the 

full participation of its members as partners in mission, but there’s still much to be done. 
 

It will take great courage on the part of any young men contemplating priesthood in the Ireland of the 

twenty first century, and a deep faith and trust in God to move forward on that path. When the church is 

constantly pilloried in the media and Catholicism presented as a toxic brand it will take young men firmly 

grounded in the values of the Gospel to be able to embrace priesthood in our days. I have no doubt that 

the Holy Spirit will continue to call both men and women to service in the priesthood and the religious 

life, the difficulty is hearing that call above the clamour of modern living. 
 

We should all of us pray that the Spirit’s call will find an echo in young hearts and that the gifts of 

confirmation of courage and wisdom may inspire them to answer that call.

Amnesty Group Sleep Out 
The students of Lucan Community College's 

Amnesty group held their very successful Annual 

Sleep Out last Friday night. The Sleep Out's aim 

was to raise awareness about the ever-increasing 

homeless epidemic in Ireland as homelessness in 

Dublin has risen 55% since the first time they did 

the Sleep Out in 2015.They also wanted to 

highlight the fact that homelessness is a human 

rights issue. ''The first year we did the sleep out I 

was shocked by the number of homeless people 

and I'm disgusted that numbers are continuing to 

rise each year since'' Lucy Freeman. 
 

The Sleep Out started at 7pm Friday evening and 

ended at 8am the following morning. During the 

night, the temperature reached lows of 5 degrees 

and students had to wrap up well to keep 

warm. ''It's shocking that people have to 

live like this in our country'' said 

Naoise, a member of the Amnesty 

group, ''The government needs to act 

immediately to address this human 

rights issue''. They slept in sleeping bags 

on pieces of cardboard in the school's 

court-yard. In the morning they received 

a simple breakfast of tea and toast, 

similar to what is given in a homeless 

hostel. It was an unforgettable 

experience for all and the students were 

extra grateful for their bed the following 

night. ''I'll never take my home for 

granted after doing the Sleep Out'' said Gemma, a 

member of the Amnesty group. 
 

Throughout last week, the students collected 

signatures for a petition that expressed the 

student's dismay about the homelessness epidemic. 

''The government's lack of empathy towards 

homeless people is nothing short of inhumane 

''said Sarah Walsh, a member of the Amnesty 

group. They handed out cards and have over 670 

signatures so far. These signatures were presented 

to the Tánaiste, Francis Fitzgerald, when she 

visited on Friday morning.
