How do you pray? 
Most of us learned how to pray as very young children, we were taught the 

basics like how to make the sign of the Cross and recite simple prayers like the 

Hail Mary.  People of my own vintage will remember well the prayer we were 

taught to say at night to our Guardian Angel which went “O Angel of God my 

guardian dear…..etc.” I’d bet that many people can still recall that full prayer 

effortlessly.  As we grow and develop as people so too our method and 

practice of prayer has to develop with us if it is to remain relevant and vital in 

                                         our lives.  
 

I’m often amazed at how seldom this is the case. People often confide that they are still praying in their 

60’s and 70’s in much the same way as they did in childhood, and sometimes find it repetitious and 

boring – which is hardly a surprise.  
 

About forty years ago, while a seminarian in Clonliffe College I made a retreat with the Jesuit Fathers 

and came across Fr. Robert Nash S.J., now long since gone to God.   Fr. Nash had a small column each 

day in the Evening Herald (I think) called Your Phone Call, it was a popular brief article on faith 

matters.  In speaking with Fr. Nash about prayer, and how I sometimes found it dry and difficult he 

introduced me to a way of praying that I have used many many times since.  It is based on the spiritual 

exercises of the Founder of the Jesuits, St. Ignatius of Loyola and opened up a whole new window on 

prayer for me. 
 

In a nutshell this form of prayer involves taking a passage of Scripture from the Gospels – a Sunday 

Missalette is ideal, and finding a ten to fifteen minute window where you can sit undisturbed with it.  

Begin by a quiet reading of the passage, slowly and taking in the detail, do this a second or even third 

time, paying attention to the place, the people and the words being spoken. Then with eyes closed run 

the passage in your head like a video, but place yourself in the picture as a bystander, an observer. 

Observe the surroundings, the place the setting, the people. Do this at least twice, conscious of your 

own place in the scene.  Then speak to the Lord, and ask him “Lord, what is the message of this passage 

for me; what is there here that you would like to say to me, that you want me to know?  Then sit in 

silence and listen, for at least five minutes. The extraordinary thing is that each person doing the same 

exercise will receive a different word.  Because unlike mere literature – the Bible is God’s living word 

which speaks to the individual human heart bringing insight and light. Try this method for yourself and 

see if it makes a difference, it certainly did for me.

Getting a copy of my Birth Certificate 
Question: I am planning to get married and need 

my birth certificate to give notice. I can’t find it. 

How and where do I get a new one? 
 

Answer: If you plan to get married in Ireland, you 
must give 3 months’ notice. To do this, you need 

to book a marriage notification appointment at a 

civil registration service. You need to bring 

certain documents with you to this appointment, 

including a full standard birth certificate and a 

copy of this certificate. 
 

You can apply for a birth, marriage or death 

certificate, or copies of these certificates, online, 

by email, by post or in person at a civil 

registration office or the General Register Office. 
There is a €20 fee for issuing birth, marriage and 

death certificates. There is a €4 fee for each 

photocopy requested (however, you can make 

copies of certificates yourself). 
 

You can apply for a birth, marriage or death 

certificate online at lifeevents.hse.ie. You can also 

apply in person to any civil registration service. 

Contact details for civil registration services are 

on hse.ie 
 

If you wish to apply by post, you should complete 

an Application for certificate of 
Birth/Death/Marriage/Adoption/Civil Partnership 

(available online and at civil registration service 

offices) and send it to the Office of the Registrar 

General, Government Offices, Convent Road, 

Roscommon.  

 

To apply for a certificate by email, you will need 

to download an Email Application for certificate 
of Birth/Death/Marriage/Adoption/Civil 

Partnership, complete the required details and 

email the form to 

GROonlinepayments@groireland.ie. When the 

General Register Office receives your email 

application, it will email you a secure payment 

link, allowing you to pay the fee using a debit or 

credit card. Certificates are printed on secure 

paper and must be posted.

School Tour: 27 students and four teachers, Ms. 

Winters, Mr. Casey, Ms. Fahy and Mr. Tarpey, 
travelled to Iceland over the mid-term for a 

memorable four day educational school tour. 

Iceland, known as an island of fire and ice, is one 

of the world’s top tourist destinations due to its 

envious location atop of one of the world’s most 

volcanically active areas. The group flew out to 

Reykjavik on Tuesday 30th Oct and arrived at 

their hotel after a short transfer. 
 

Their first activity was a visit to the Blue Lagoon, 

a Geothermal Spa located in a sprawling 800 yr 

old lava field in the heart of the Reykjanes 

Penisula-a UNESCO Geopark. The warm 

seawater is rich in minerals such as silica which 

does wonders for the skin so the students all felt 

refreshed and invigorated afterwards.
