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Hard to believe in the Ireland of the 21st Century….. 
 

Archbishop Diarmuid Martin has written to all the parish of the Dublin Diocese this week in support 

of the Crosscare Christmas food appeal 2016. It is hard to believe that in a time of seemingly full and 

plenty there are individuals and families in need of basic food in our city, and who rely on the charity 

of others. Each week Brother Kevin and the Capuchin Day centre in Church Street meet the needs of 

hundreds of people by providing a hot meal daily and a food parcel to take home.  
 

Last year, thanks to the enormous generosity of parishioners throughout the diocese, Crosscare 

distributed more than 10,000 hampers – over 1,200 tonnes of non-perishable food items and hygiene 

products to those most in need, especially families.  As demand for food remains high it is hoped that 

people will respond in a similar manner on the first weekend in December when collections begin.   

Crosscare, is the social care agency of the Archdiocese of Dublin.  It operates seven Food Banks 

around Dublin – the number of people seeking food supplies during these winter months is 

particularly demanding and staff are struggling to keep ahead. 
 

In his letter to all priests and parishes in the Archdiocese, Archbishop Martin has strongly 

commended Crosscare’s initiative,  He added, “Throughout the Jubilee Year of  Mercy, which has 

just closed, Pope Francis has  called on  the  faithful to  continue  to  practice  new  works of mercy, 

and  to  find   new   ways to  give  expression to  the  traditional works reminding us: “the door  of 

 mercy  of our  heart  continues   to  remain  wide open.  I am asking you once again to help those in 

need by assisting in the collection of vital food and essentials for the Crosscare Food Banks.” 
 

Crosscare Food Manager Michael McDonagh said that they are relying on people to support this 

latest appeal from Archbishop Martin to ensure they can get food and other household items to 

families in weeks ahead.   
 

Each parish is asked to repeat last year’s generous response by bringing non-perishable food items to 

their local parish Church when coming to Mass on the weekend of 3rd/4th of December.   
 

Types of food urgently needed include pasta/rice, fruit juice, tea/coffee, soup, sugar, powdered milk, 

tinned meat/fish, tinned veg/fruit, packaged dessert, biscuits, and hygiene products.   
 

While for many of us Christmas 2016 will be a time of full and plenty let us not forget those whose 

circumstances are very very different.  
 

So if you’re filling up the supermarket trolley this week why not add some items for the Crosscare 

appeal.  Your generosity can transform Christmas for those in need.

Know your rights:  
Replacing lead pipes 
Question 

We think that the water pipes in our house are 

made of lead and pose a risk to our health. We 

can’t afford to spend a lot on replacing them. Can 

we get a grant? 
 

Answer (October 2016) 

The local authorities administer a means-tested 

grant scheme to help low-income households with 

the cost of replacing lead pipes and fittings. 
 

You will need to provide evidence of your 

household’s income when applying to the local 

authority for the grant. 
 

If your income is below €50,000 a year, you may 

get a grant of up to 80% of the cost, up to a 

maximum of €4,000. 
 

If your income is between €50,001 and €75,000, 

you may get up to 50%, up to a maximum of 

€2,500 
 

You must own the dwelling and live in it as your 

principal private residence (your main home). You 

must get the remedial work done before applying 

for the grant. 
 

The contractor who does the work must give you 

the following: a current tax clearance certificate; 

itemised receipts; written confirmation that 

materials used are of appropriate quality and 

written confirmation that a proper standard of 

workmanship has been applied. 
 

You must also get evidence of a risk of lead 

contamination in your home.  

This can either be: 

A letter from your water supplier, advising that 

your water system is likely to contain lead pipes 

and fittings, or 

A certificate from an accredited laboratory, 

showing that the amount of lead in your water 

supply is over the statutory limit. 
 

You will need to enclose all these documents with 

your grant application.

The Park Tunnel

Occasionally he made the journey home from 

Inchicore to Cabra’s Liffey Junction via the Park 

Tunnel, probably on a goods train.  I knew that the 

railway line at Islandbridge marked the entrance to 

the Park Tunnel.  I have often looked down onto 

the tracks at Islandbridge/Conyngham Road and 

also admired the brickwork on the Phoenix Park 

Wall at the same spot.  The train arrived and I 

boarded, I took my seat on the left of the carriage 

and waited for the whistle to blow, the journey 

began.   
 

Our first stop was Clondalkin/Fonthill, next Park 

West/Cherry Orchard then onto the railway line 

that I had, up to now, only viewed from a distance.  

Before I knew it we were exiting the tunnel and I 

could see at the top of the railway bank the red 

brick outline of McKee Barracks, then the Spire of 

Church of the Most Precious Blood, next along the 

side of the Royal Canal, down Whitworth Road to 

the next stop Drumcondra. I journeyed on stopping 

at Connolly, Tara Street and Pearse Stations before 

alighting at Grand Canal Dock at 10.10am.  
   

At the moment the train runs during peak times 

only, but imagine with Dublin playing in Croker or 

Ireland playing in the Aviva taking the train from 

Adamstown will become the quickest way to get to 

the match venue for all living in Lucan.

This is the vital breakthrough that is 

needed for a full transport system for the 

Capital with direct access to the Airport through 

the tunnel with Lucan Adamstown rail station the 

main station. This tunnel takes users right across 

the city to the commercial area on the south side.

There will be 

some teething problems such as some of these new 

trains are not stopping at Lucan station, no midday 

and weekend trains these can be easily addressed. 

We need a feeder bus service from Lucan and a 

secure car park at Adamstown Station with lighting 

and security for safety. This is a great time for 

Lucan and we can make it better. Thanks for all the 

support I got over the last week and a big thanks to 

Lucan Newsletter for allowing us to promote this 

great project over the years. Lucan will never 

forget this.
