Visiting a local DIY store I noticed an entire floor area devoted to Halloween paraphernalia.  There’s 

obviously money in Ghoulish skeletons, witches and demon like masks. Like it or loathe it, there’s no 

escaping the marketing operation for Halloween that begins in early September. The Halloween that is 

being marketed has little to do with the Christian origins of the feast or its real significance.  
 

The Feast of All Saints which we celebrate on November 1
st
 was established 

by Pope Gregory III in the 8th century as a day to honour all the countless 

saints who have died, those with church recognition and those who died in 

obscurity. The following day November 2
nd

 we celebrate all souls day, the 

day when we pray for all the dead including our own loved ones. Halloween 

– literally All Hallows Eve is simply the evening before All Saints day. 
 

On this night, light, a long time symbol of life in Jesus was used to ward off 

evil spirits and welcome the good ones.  Candles were lit and placed inside hollowed out turnips and 

pumpkins.  Children would dress up in masks and go ‘souling’ from door to door seeking ‘soul cakes’ 

for those in purgatory.   
 

With the passage of time many of these Christian traditions were lost or obscured so that the Halloween 

of today has become a strange festival of ghouls and beasties and things that go bump in the night.  

While on one level it’s all a bit of fun, it’s a pity that the deeper Christian significance of Halloween is 

all but lost on the younger generation in particular. In reality it’s a great opportunity for families to 

inculcate respect for their dead, and to honour them. 
 

Why not reclaim something of the Christian significance of the celebration?  

Why not carve your pumpkin with a Cross instead of a smiley face reminding your family 

that Christ’s light conquers the darkness of death and shines for them.  

You could also take out family photos of deceased family members like Grandparents, 

aunts and uncles and display them on Halloween, inviting the family to pray for them together maybe 

with a decade of the rosary.  This could be done before the kids go ‘trick or treating’ and might make 

sense of what risks being lost completely under a mountain of meaningless paraphernalia.

The tours were booked out and 

people were fascinated to hear the 1,000-year 

history, and the details of more recent discoveries 

that SOL have made while doing our graveyard 

survey, as part of our ongoing Graveyard Project.

“Visiting Historic Lucan” Leaflet: Our 

Crowdfunded Campaign: In early summer we 

ran a GoFundMe crowdfunding campaign to raise 

enough money to reprint our popular “Visiting 

Historic Lucan” colour-leaflet, designed to 

promote Lucan as a heritage-tourism spot and to 

tell people of our rich local history.

St Finian’s: Udpate On Extensive Graffiti-

Damage: In August one of the SOL Committee 

visited St. Finian’s and found it had been covered 

with extensive, coloured, spray-painted graffiti 

inside and out. This would have taken some time 

to do, but the culprits had not been spotted. Given 

the extremely overgrown state of the site we are 

continuing to lobby SDCC to clear it properly. 

This is a 12
th

 century church and National 

Monument, close to reputedly “the oldest bridge 

in Ireland” King John’s Bridge (also in a perilous 

state), was in the medieval Royal Manor of Esker 

and sited on the main medieval road “An tSlí 

Mhór”; yet not one sign or information board 

greets visitors. A clean-up of the graveyard is 

long overdue; people cannot visit family graves 

given the current state and visiting tours have 

been horrified by the neglect. More to follow.

proposal to sell 73 acres of public land at 

Kilcarbery, to a private developer came before the 

40 councillors at South Dublin. This land will 

deliver approx. 1000 houses.  The vote to sell was 

carried with FF FG LABOUR and some 

Independents voting to do so. I voted against the 

sale because I believe public land should be 

developed for public and affordable homes, not to 

profit private developers. The council will receive 

40% back for public housing with no plans for 

any affordable.   I am concerned that some of the 

60% remaining private houses will be bought by 

speculators who will rent them out to recipients of 

the Housing Assistant Payment (HAP) and 

therefore will further enhance profit in the private 

sector at the tax payer’s expense.  

 

Transport Users 
With traffic congestion already so great in all 

Dublin and the demand for housing never greater 

with the Lucan area getting a big portion of this 

house building, a solution is urgently needed. A 

service road SR51 is needed to address this 

growing problem. This road would run from 

Rathcoole on the M7 to  M1  via Baldonnell, 

Adamstown, Leixlip and Blanchardstown through 

Dublin's outer Industrial Corridor.
