New National Standards for Bereavement Care
following Pregnancy Loss and Perinatal Death have
been issued by the HSE.

The standards define the care parents and families
can expect to receive following a pregnancy loss or
perinatal death. The standards will be implemented
and applied across the health service in all
appropriate hospitals and settings.

The standards are built around four central themes:

Bereavement Care which is central to the mission

of the hospital and is offered in accordance with the
religious, secular, ethnic, social and cultural values

of the parents

The Hospital to ensure a system is in place to
provide bereavement care and end of life care for
babies that is central to the mission of the hospital

and is organised around the needs of babies and
their families

The Baby and Parents to ensure each baby/family
receives high quality palliative and end of life care
appropriate to his/her needs and to the wishes of
his/her parent

The Staff: so that all hospital staff have access to
training education and training opportunities in the
delivery of compassionate bereavement and end of
life care in accordance with their roles and
responsibilities

April, 2014.

To improve this service, we have made changes to
the Parking Pay and Display Machines to facilitate
the issuing of a ticket to customers in order to
secure their 30 Minutes Free Parking.

As a result, from Tuesday 6th September 2016;

1 ALL cars must display a valid ticket or
permit

9 For 30 Minutes Free Parking — press
Green Button to issue ticket and display
ticket clearly in your car

9 To Park for more than 30 Minutes — pay
relevant tariff and 30 Minutes Free Parking
will be added to the expiry of your ticket

Please note 30 Minutes Free Parking can only be
availed of once a day — car registrations will be
observed by the Parking Warden and any motorists
attempting to abuse the system by availing of the 30
Minutes more than once a day will be subject to a
fine.

Our South Dublin Parking Services Wardens have
been requested to place notices on all cars for the
next few weeks to inform motorists of this change.
A bedding in time will be observed for customers to
adjust to the change.

Please note the 30 minutes free parking remains
unavailable in residential areas, 10 minutes free
grace time is operated in such areas.

Supporting the Girl Child

For thousands of families back to school time is
special, seeing our children moving onwards is a
great feeling. Here in Ireland, Secondary schooling
is free, there are no fees, but lots of other little costs
mount us. In reality we are the privileged. Girls
have equal opportunity to boys and in many exams
now girls get better results than boys. Our schools
and teachers are excellent and hard work can
provide the opening to a successful and fulfilled life
In the other part of our, common Globalized World,
Malawi, there is a whole other story. Secondary
schools are fee paying, school buildings are little
more than a shelter, blackboards are white, chalk is
scarce, teachers are badly qualified, and badly paid
(often not paid), class sizes can be from 50
upwards, school books are expensive, and regularly
unavailable, while copies and pens are beyond the
reach of some.

This week, our education staff will interview about
120 girls, who have qualified for Secondary School,
but have no fees. If the family has any money, the
boys will be educated in preference to the girls, no
matter how bright they are, and that’s only the tip of
the inequity. We hope to support all the girls who
come to us, as we believe that education can be an
unstoppable process in the liberation of girls to
certainly change their world and maybe more.
Imagine how you might feel if were the parent of a
bright, hardworking, diligent little girl and you just
had no money to send her to secondary school. This
would be the case if you were a subsistence farmer,
barely managing to avoid starvation, with no social
welfare and in fact no social services of any nature,
and no chance of a job.

If girls can’t find funding, they stay at home, are
married off to older men who can afford to pay a
dowry, end up as second or third wives, and live as
slaves to culture and tradition with little hope of
developing their true potential.

Secondary education brings many possibilities like
avoiding early pregnancy at 14 or 15, like learning
something about their rights, like increasing the
chance that their children go to school, like
breaking the cycle, like getting and having a better
life.

Only 4 out of every 100 rural girls get to finish
secondary school.

This time last year we wrote to all schools in the
Mzuzu area, a radius of about 20 kilometres, and
ended up enabling 88 girls to get to secondary
school, and then bringing them to special Saturday
Classes in our new Center for Learning, which
always includes a meal. We lost none to child
marriage or pregnancy. We have no lofty ambitions
like University but many exam results have
improved greatly and we are fully passionate about
its future and possibilities.

We would love to have them all sponsored and we
believe the money will come from somewhere, as
we are blessed with amazing supporters. It costs
180 Euro to pay fees, books, clothes, assist families,
transport and other girlie stuff, which regularly
results in girls missing many days from school each
month. Then of course Malawi can throw up other
unforeseeable shocks, at any time. This Girl Child
Project is our new madness.

In our eleven years we have never run a fundraising
event (but others have done it to support us), BUT
on Thursday September 29t we
plan to have a Music Night in St
Mary’s Parish Church in Lucan.
St Mary’s Chorale will be joined by Emanon
Coyne from Treacherous Orchestra in
Edinburgh, Cathy Jordan and Tom Morrow
from Dervish to provide the music.

We hope you can come along and support on what
promises to be an enjoyable night. (Details later)
We would like to thank Fr. Philip most sincerely for
his great welcome and generosity when our original
venue had a little Malawi moment (an unforeseen
shock).
